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SAFE COMMUNITY COALITION HONORS TWO
MTPD OFFICERS AT AWARDS BREAKFAST

Officers Cliff Nicholson and Matt Ventura were recognized by Medina County Safe
Communifies Coalition at its annual awards breakfast at Fox Meadows Country
Club on Friday, Sept. 25, 2009.

For the fifth year in a row, Officer Nicholson received the Traffic Officer Award for
continuously making the highest number of traffic arrests. Off. Nicholson had 1299
fraffic stops. This includes 38% all fraffic enforcement stops within the department,
80% of DUS's (Driving Under Suspension), 34% of DUI's (Driving Under the Influence),
47% Warrant arrests and 55% of the departments drug arrests.

Officer Ventura was recognized for his brave efforts in saving the life of a person
during a motor vehicle crash. Officer Ventura was the first from Medina Township to
respond to a fatal crash on Hamilton Road on May 28, 2009. Due to his bravery,

and the assistance of our extraordinary surrounding emergency responders, a life
was saved from this fragic incident.

Trqﬁ?cf Enforcement — On the lookout for School Bus Violators

The Police Department has always made traffic enforcement in all areas of the Township a priority.
We have received calls with concerns regarding motorists violating school bus regulations. Chief
Arbogast has set a weekly agenda to patrol target areas to eliminate the number of speeders and
violators who think the rules do not apply to them.

Each week, the target area changes to accommodate where enforcement is most needed. All
information is logged by the officers and evaluated by the Chief. We hope to use this information to
make the changes needed to eliminate this problem.
