- Shop with a Cop ï Funds from Community Partners Program has given considerably more children the 

opportunity to take advantage of this program since our involvement five years ago.  This program is 

designed to raise money to help needy children have a great Christmas.

-  ñPick-It-Upò Program ï Our third annual Litter Control Program was a huge success.    Many donations 

were made from Community Partners which was what made this event such a success.  We look forward 

to next year with more partners contributing.   

- ñBike to Bikerò Event ï With combined efforts of MTPD and Century Harley Davidson, this bicycle 

safety event was enjoyed by all.  With your contributions, we were able to give away 100 safety 

helmets, with the help of Century Harley Davidson and distribute them at this event.  

- Tractor Supply Safety Days ï We had a rainy but terrific event this year at Tractor Supply promoting 

stranger danger, how to avoid bullying, and internet safety.  This event was sponsored by Medina Co. 4-

H club in efforts to raise money for the United Way.  

- Pinwheels for Prevention ïIn recognition of Child Abuse Awareness Month, MTPD participated along 

with surrounding agencies.  This was an awareness campaign for The Childrenôs Center of Medina 

County.
